In line with the establishment of the “focal point” pursuant to UN Security Council Resolution 1730 (2006) to receive de-listing requests and requests for exemptions based on humanitarian reasons.

Based on the aforementioned, I kindly request your consideration for the use of part of my frozen funds, in line with paragraph (1/a) of UNSCR 1452 (2002) and subsequent resolutions, by lifting the freezing against the amount of ------------------------- on a monthly basis as a necessary income to cover basic expenses or paragraph (1/b) to cover extraordinary expenses. Copies of documents supporting the request are attached (contract -----------------, family card clarifying the number of members in the family, a copy of personal status information, bills……).

Format and means of delivery of the request: 
There is no specific format for requests for de-listing or lifting freezing measures. The request shall include all necessary information shown in the below section on the content of the request. It is preferrable to submit the request in one of the 6 official languages of the United Nations (Spanish, English, Russian, French, Arabic or Chinese), or with a translation into one of these six languages. However, requests submitted in other languages shall be accepted.

The request may be sent in any way that produces a written record – such as mail, email or fax. Regarding requests sent by mail, in order to facilitate any future need for explanations or follow-up, it is recommended to mention an email address, fax number, or if those are not available, a telephone number to contact the requestor. Content of the request:
The de-listing request shall refer to the relevant item on the list, and include the following information:

1. Information that allows the identification of the requestor (if the request is related to an individual, the following information is required:

a. Full name, including middle names or initials, father’s name and grandfather’s name when necessary, as well as any other names or aliases used by the requestor;

b. Date and place of birth;

c. Nationality – in case of more than one, kindly mention all;

d. Current country of residence;

e. Any other information that may help clarify any matters related to identity)
Other information: If the request is submitted by a person acting on behalf of the listed person, a document signed by the requestor authorizing the concerned person to act on their behalf shall be provided.
