However, applications written in other languages will be accepted. 

The applications may be sent by any means providing a written record such as courier, email or fax. For courier application, if clarification or follow-up needed, an email address or fax number should be mentioned to make the process easier. 1. If the application is related to an entity, following information shall particularly be mentioned: 

a. Full name, including of the entity, including any other used names;

b. Place and ate of establishment/registration if appropriate;
c. Country (countries) of current operations;

d. Any other information that may help clarify any identity issues;

Other Information:

If the application is submitted by a person acting on behalf of a listed individual, a document signed by the applicant authorizing the person concerned to act on its behalf shall be submitted.
