Individual Listed in the Consolidated List of the Security Council Committee (1267/1989/2253/1718/2231) 

Dear Sir, 

We would like to inform you that your name has been listed on the consolidated list of above said committee. Therefore the Member States of the United Nations, including the United Arab Emirates, are obliged to take several actions defined by Security Council Resolutions 1267 (1999), 1333 (2000), 1373 (2) 1390 (2002), 1452 (2002), 1718 (2006), 2231 (2015) subsequent relevant decisions to ensure that provisions stated on those resolutions are implemented.
All States must also implement measures imposed under paragraph 4 (b) of Resolution 1267 (1999) and paragraph 8 (c) of resolution 1333 (2000) Paragraphs 1 and 2 of Resolution 1390 (2002) concerning Osama bin Laden, members of Al-Qaida and the Taliban. As well as associated individuals, groups, institutions and entities as referred to in the prepared list pursuant to Resolution 1267 (1999) and Resolution 1333 (2000) ("Committee List") in particular:

1. Prohibit individuals listed in the Consolidated List to enter territories of UNSC Member States. Provided that, no State be obliged to refuse or require its nationals to enter or depart its territory. This paragraph shall not be applicable where entry or transit is necessary for judicial proceedings, or when the Committee considers each case-by-case, that entry or transit is justified.

(According to this paragraph, the UAE has listed your name on the UAE Departure Prohibition List for fear of being arrested, held accountable and investigated if you have been able to leave the UAE, especially since all names on the UNSC consolidated list are supposed to be on the no-entry lists of all UNSC Member States)
2. Without undue delay, freeze funds, other financial assets or economic resources of such (listed) groups, individuals, institutions or entities, including funds derived from property held or control directly or indirectly by them, or through persons who are self-employed under their guidance. Ensure that none of these funds, any other funds, financial assets or economic resources are available to such persons directly or indirectly through its nationals or any persons within its territories.

(According to this paragraph, the UAE has frozen all assets and funds belonging to you in the UAE and all countries are supposed to do the same for any funds or assets belonging to you abroad.)

3. In accordance with paragraph 01 of resolution 1452 (2002), the provisions of paragraph 4 (b) of resolution 1267 (1999) and paragraphs 1 and 2 (a) of resolution 1390 (2002) shall not apply to funds, financial assets or other economic resources determined by the concerned State (States) that is:

· Necessary to cover basic expenses, including payments for food, rent or mortgage, medicines, medical treatment, taxes, insurance premiums, utility fees or those paid exclusively for reasonable professional fees. In addition to payment of expenses incurred in connection with the provision of legal service fees, charges of services related to normal maintenance or keeping of frozen funds, financial assets or other economic resources after the concerned State (States) notify the committee established pursuant to resolution 1267 (19999) (referred to hereinafter as “The Committee”) with their intention to authorize, where appropriate, access to such funds, assets or resources.

· Necessary to cover exceptional expenses provided that the concerned state (states) notify the relevant Committee of that intention.

(According to this paragraph, the listed individual on the consolidated list shall have the right to apply for lifting distrain of part of his distressed funds as follows:
· The amounts determined for lifting distrain shall  be necessary to cover basic expenses, including payments for food, rent, mortgage, medicine, medical treatment, taxes, insurance premiums, utility fees, utility fees, etc., for reasonable professional fees and expenses incurred in connection with the provision of legal services, fees or services fees related to the normal preservation and maintenance of frozen funds, financial assets or other economic resources.
· In that even that the State (States) concerned notify the commission established pursuant to resolution 1267 (1999) to lift distrain from part of the amounts distressed for the listed individual or entity.
· - In the event that the Committee does not decide to refuse request within 48 hours of notification thereof, such funds, assets or resources can be accessed.
4. The listed individual on the consolidated list shall have the right to appoint a lawyer in cases brought against him, and to prove his innocence of the charges attributed to him.
5. The Security Council's mechanism for removing the name of any individual from the consolidated list of the Sanctions Committee established pursuant to Resolution 1267 (1999) is based on the following:
A. Individuals, groups, projects and/or entities on the consolidated list established by the Commission established pursuant to Resolution 1267 (The Committee), without prejudice to the available procedures, may submit a summons to the Government of the country of residence and/or nationality requesting a review of their case. In this regard, the applicant should provide justifications for the delisting, provide relevant information and request support for the delisting request.
B. The Government to which the petition "Summoned Government" was made shall review all relevant information and then establish bilateral communication with the Government (or Governments) that originally proposed the classification “Classified Government or Governments" to obtain additional information and consult with the same on the delisting request.
C. The Government (or Governments) that originally classified may also request additional information from the applicant's country of nationality or residence. The Government (or Governments) summoned or classified, as appropriate, may consult with head of Committee during any such bilateral consultations.

D. In the event that the government summoned, having reviewed additional information whatsoever, wishes to proceed with the delisting request, it shall then seek to persuade the designated Government (or Governments) to either jointly or individually submit a request to the Committee for delisting. The summoned government may apply to the Committee for delisting, without being accompanied by a request from Government (or classified Governments), pursuant to a non-objection procedure.

E. The Committee shall take its decisions by consensus among its members and if consensus cannot be reached on a particular issue, head shall undertake further consultations that may facilitate reaching an agreement, and if consensus remains impossible, after such consultations, the matter may be submitted to the Security Council. Given the special nature of the information, head may encourage bilateral exchange between the member states concerned in order to clarify the matter before taking any decision.
